General Statement of Job

Under the general supervision of the assigned supervisor, this position provides
operational support to the Department of Field Operations. Although allocated to a
specific division (Parks, Sanitation, Streets or Traffic), this position requires cross-
training in other divisions to support the activities of the Department.

Specific Duties and Responsibilities

Essential Functions:

1. Performs various standard tasks using manual and powered equipment
including, but not limited to: drills, power saws, shovels, rakes, mowers, string
trimmers, wheel barrows, tampers, compressors, chippers, jackhammers and
tractors.

2. Drives and operates various vehicles, including but not limited to: light to

medium duty trucks, dump trucks, Sanitation trucks, Recycling trucks, Street

Sweepers, backhoes and receives training in the operation and care of vehicles

and equipment.

Transports equipment, tools and materials to and from job sites.

Loads and unloads materials from trucks.

Stocks vehicles with necessary equipment and material.

Cleans, organizes and maintains facilities, tools and equipment.

Assists with repair pavement and the cleaning of storm sewers and inlets.

Repairs pavement and maintains asphalt surfaces.
