C. 2025 Salisbury Prize: Improvements to process
1. More lead time in all steps; committee thought of announcing on  Dec. 8th with unveiling of first SP art piece; Allen does not think this is enough lead time, so advertising SP slotted for end of summer/early fall for RFQs, then narrow down to RFPs  
0. Take Home Action: Committee will brainstorm SP RFQ over the summer and tackle specific logistics in July & August meetings
1. More specifics in Call to artists
0. Committee discussed possible locations for artwork; Allen is going to push for City Park to be included in the public art parameters—this would align it with the Sustainable Initiatives map for the City; Bill suggested a map with possible locations for the art piece to give applicants guidance
0. Take Home Action: Committee will brainstorm locations for public art outside of immediate downtown; Allen will get back with committee at next meeting on success of expanding public art map
0. Committee RFQ for first round, then select from pool of artists for RFP around Dec. 8th.
1. Additional step(s)? to narrow down applicants, with $ and/or visit to SBY to meet with public/ stakeholders for feedback and to get better developed proposals (RFP stage); Brandon suggested applicants present to the committee in person; Susan suggested a proposal award of $1000 for each applicant to have a more detailed project layout; Heather brought up budget concerns; Brandon said it is typical to receive 1500 minimum for proposals; Committee will think about this in future budget discussions
1. 
Mandel/Membership concerns: Allen mentioned Mandel wants to come but the meeting time is difficult for him; Susan will reach out to see if he still wants to be a member of PAC
Heather will be out of the country in July and Susan offered to take the next meeting notes.

Special Item:
Before adjournment, KT mentioned wanting to have a private meeting with Mayor Taylor about the City possibly not renewing the PRIDE crosswalk permit and/or painting over it entirely.  KT pointed out that this was a public art project with significant community buy-in.  Rest of committee concurred that PAC should be consulted 0on public art projects; Susan mentioned that art is provocative and other pieces might be offensive to some or spur healthy discussion, etc.
0. Tale Home Action: Allen will arrange a meeting with Mayor Taylor outside of the July scheduled meeting for precise discussion just on the crosswalk; this means 2 meetings in June.
