· Nadine Brittingham – advises this location is unfortunately not within the Arts and Entertainment District to which our grant funding allows 
· Allen Swiger – Suggests potential of the Parking Garage as a future location/ beautification

Before adjournment, KT mentioned wanting to have a private meeting with Mayor Taylor about the City possibly not renewing the PRIDE crosswalk permit and/or painting over it entirely.  KT pointed out that this was a public art project with significant community buy-in.  Rest of committee concurred that PAC should be consulted 0on public art projects; Susan mentioned that art is provocative and other pieces might be offensive to some or spur healthy discussion, etc.
0. Tale Home Action: Allen will arrange a meeting with Mayor Taylor outside of the July scheduled meeting for precise discussion just on the crosswalk; this means 2 meetings in June.
